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PRESIDENT’S

REPORT

Anthony Palumbo, D.C.

As I sit down to write this message, I came to realize that a year has
passed since I took office as the President of the NYSCA. This past
year certainly moved fast and when I look back, I realize that although
there was slight turbulence, there were no major troubles. However, it
certainly was an active and busy year.

Rebounding from COVID-19 and its resultant consequences took a
tremendous effort by the NYSCA. Revitalizing District meetings, rec-
ognizing and correcting deficiencies in our leadership format and fill-
ing the resultant gaps, re-establishing connections with members and
insurance carriers on behalf of our members, forming stronger bonds
with Northeast College and our family in the New York Chiropractic
Council, and getting our legislative agenda back on track were all pri-
orities that needed to be addressed.

I am happy and proud to say that I have the best group of individuals
around me that were up for the task. Assuredly we are in a better place
than one year ago. I am pleased to share the following two pieces of
good news with you:

Legislation: On our legislative front, we were successful in passing a
bill in both the House and the Senate. This bill will require a (medical)
practitioner to consider and prescribe non-opioid treatment alterna-
tives for neuromusculoskeletal conditions. And the non-opioid treat-
ment alternatives specifically name chiropractic. Arguably, this bill
fell a little short of where it began. Nonetheless, this is still a victory
for our profession, a steppingstone, a building block for us to reach
greater heights.

Ultimately, the sturdier foundation we have in place for our proverbial
house, the easier it will be for us to impel others to work with us to add
to these successes, which will ultimately bring even greater benefits to
our patients and our profession.

Insurance: I have been informed by our insurance committee that
there are significant changes which will positively impact the care of
our patients in the upstate region. More information will follow as we
learn more details.

I understand the frustration that we all feel about practicing in New
York. It is arguably one of the most difficult places for a chiroprac-
tor to practice in the entire country. The cost of living alone makes

it a constant struggle. While it’s easy to see life here as a battle, not
every encounter should be viewed as a skirmish. I have said before:
celebrating small successes is often as significant as waiting for the
larger ones.

My family is a hockey family. As a hockey coach, I understand that
focusing on “the win” alone only sets you up for failure. While we
should always give our maximum effort, it is more important to ac-
knowledge the small successes.

This is also true for any endeavor we undertake as an Association on
behalf of the chiropractic profession. We must take time to appreciate
the role of these small successes on improving the public’s perception,
bolstering confidence in our profession, and increasing education on
the substantial nature and value of chiropractic.

Metrics are an important tool to measure success. The questions be-
come: which metrics do we choose, and will we set ourselves up for
failure if we do not meet or exceed these individual chosen metrics?
Maybe a better way to gauge our success is to focus on the whole pro-
cess.

Remember that
we are not working for ourselves, but for people we cannot afford to
let down: our patients and communities and the generations of gifted
chiropractors after us.

Being a part of an organization
like the NYSCA helps us appreciate different perspectives and foster
new ideas, which in turn allows us to strengthen our profession in
New York and helps us strive toward our collective goals while ignor-
ing the distracting noise surrounding us.

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Unspoken Consequences of Pandemic:
Opioid and Mental Health Crises

On March 25th at the Finger lakes Community College
a panel was convened to discuss and educate all who at-
tended on what the status of the opioid and mental health
crises and how it was effected by the COVID-19 pandemic.
The panel was organized by Alexi Aruck, current Northeast
SACA president and NYSCA student delegate. The panel
was made up of Dr. John Rosa, Northeast Board of Trustee
Emeritus, and national speaker on the opioid epidemic. Dr.
Gerald Stevens, NYSCA Officer (Treasurer) and Professor
at Northeast College of Health Sciences. Tracey Del Stritto,
executive director of Partnership of Ontario County, who
provide resources such as the Substance Abuse Prevention
Coalition. Margaret Morse, Director of Community Health
services (Mental Health Director) for Seneca County.

The room was close to full occupancy (70) and 114 attend-
ees were online. The local news even came and interviewed
Dr. Rosa before the presentation started. Each panelist pre-
sented for approximately 15 minutes. Dr. Rosa brought the
national perspective and Dr. Stevens discussed the status of
the epidemics in New York State. Miss Stritto discussed the
situation in Ontario County and Miss Morse brought infor-
mation on the mental health crisis. After the presentation a
questions and answers period filled up the rest of the allot-
ted two hours of time. Thoughtful questions came from the
audience and online in form of zoom chat function.

All the attendees learned that the COVID 19 pandemic
worsened the mental health and opioid crises. Isolation,

Opioid Bill Passes Senate and Assembly!

We are pleased to announce that our
coalition conservative care bill (opioid
bill), A273 sponsored by Assembly-
member Gottfried and S4640 sponsored
by Senator Rivera, has passed both

the Assembly and the Senate! The bill
now heads to the governor’s office for
review. We will be heavily advocating
for her to sign the bill into law.

As you recall, this legislation will
require a practitioner treating a patient
with a neuromusculoskeletal condition
causing pain to discuss with the patient
the efficacy of non-opioid conservative
care treatments before prescribing on
opioid. These treatments include mas-
sage, chiropractic, physical therapy and
occupational therapy care.

For the past few years, we have worked
together with the American Massage
Therapy Association - New York Chap-
ter, the New York Physical Therapy
Association and the New York State
Occupational Therapy Association to
pass this legislation. Many thanks to
our lobbyist, Amy Kellogg, Esq for

her continuous efforts in promoting
this bill, and to the bill sponsors As-
semblymember Gottfried and Senator
Rivera, for understanding the impor-
tance of increased access to conserva-
tive care to aid in stemming the opioid
crisis. We would also like to thank the
co-sponsors of this legislation Assem-
blymembers Griffin, Galey, Barron,
Kelles, Seawright, Thiele, McDonald,
Jensen, L. Rosenthal, Sayegh, Stirpe

and Lupardo and Senators Gaughran,
Harckham and Skoufis.

While this bill does not mandate refer-
ral to a conservative care provider, it
does open the conversation for CDC
guideline supported treatment options
for chronic pain prior to providing that
first opioid prescription and gets chiro-
practic care specifically listed an opioid
alternative in New York State statute.

This accomplishment was only pos-
sible through the determined work of
the NYSCA and the Council working
together to serve the Chiropractic pro-
fession and advocate for patient health
and wellness in New York State.

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Cyber Breaches and Ransomware Attacks on The Rise
- Is Your Practice Protected?

Cybersecurity is getting very scary. The number of Cyber Breach-
es and Ransomware attacks in 2021 were the largest ever. 2022 is
shaping up to be even more dangerous than 2021. In addition to
the general trend towards more bad actors participating in cyber-
crime, Russia has increased their cyber attacks in response to the
economic sanctions imposed by the US and allies.

The Cybersecurity & Infrastructure Security Agency (CISA) has
implemented Shields Up (https://www.cisa.gov/shields-up) in
response to this specific threat, and on the Shields Up website it
states “Every organization—large and small—must be prepared
to respond to disruptive cyber incidents.”

Every organization is at risk of a cyberattack, and the American
Dental Association was hit with an attack many cybersecurity ex-
perts believe the attack was by an organization known as BLACK
BASTA. A statement by the ADA indicated that they experienced
a disruption to certain services. The ADA has not acknowledged
the nature or source of the incident, but Black Basta has posted
that they have approximately 2.8 GB of ADA data including W-2
Forms, spreadsheets, and personal information on ADA members.
The ADA also provides support services to many state Dental So-

cieties and the breach has impacted those states as well as the
ADA.

Other dental organizations that have recently experienced cyber
incidents include The Professional Dental Alliance (PDA) which
owns dental practices in 15 states. That breach involved over
170,000 individuals. The breach at PDA happened at one of the
vendors that PDA shared data with North American Dental Man-
agement. In this case even though PDA’s computer systems were
not breached and the systems that were compromised were an-
other company, since the information breached was PDA patients,
it was PDA who was responsible for the breach.

The increased threats not only can impact your practice, but they
also can impact any organization that you share your data with.
This can include:

HONORING THE ENVIRONMENT AT NORTHEAST

Northeast College has long taken action to be
environmentally responsible, with past day-to-
day actions like implementing campus recy-
cling efforts and using energy-efficient light-
ing. The College has also embraced long-term
initiatives to help promote sustainability on
campus.

In 2018, the College created the Grow Zone,
a 45-acre area that is not mowed and allows
native plants and fauna to naturally populate
the area. Since the Grow Zone’s creation, the
College has substantially reduced its carbon
footprint through the elimination of the area’s
need for 14+ hours of mowing a week — a sav-
ings of more than 6400 lbs. of carbon dioxide
emissions annually.

Actively creating natural spaces that allow for
maximum conservation efforts continue at the
College with the recent initiation of the North-
east Afforestation Project. The first phase of
the multi-year afforestation plan began in 2021
when 870 trees, 380 shrubs and 160 meadow
plantings were added to 11 acres of campus
grounds. Each year through 2023, a similar
number of trees, plants and shrubs will be add-
ed to a 40 acre-span of new landscaped space
that will imitate a wild Finger Lakes forest, full
of mixed shrubs and under-story trees native to
the region.

“Invest In Our Planet” is Earth Day’s 2022
theme and aims to encourage individuals and
businesses to invest in practices that can bene-
fit the Earth. First held on April 22, 1970, Earth
Day was a day of education about environmen-
tal issues, predominately in educational institu-
tions across the United States. Now the day in-
cludes a wide range of events in more than 193
countries and is coordinated by EarthDay.org.
The organization inspires more than 1 billion
people to act in environmentally friendly ways.

The following communication was recently received from a NYSCA member, who also happens to be in a leadership position within the
Association. It is being shared here with the member’s permission:

| came across an important reason why we need to see S.4042 and H.R.2654 passed into law.

| had a patient, age 66, come in complaining of numbness and tingling in his left arm and left leg when he laid
down. The symptoms would immediately pass when he sat up or changed position.

He had previously seen his primary doctor and complained of these symptoms but received no advice or treatment.

| told the patient that it was unusual to see upper and lower extremity paresthesia associated with the position of his
head/neck. | further explained to him that it indicated the possibility of compression to the spinal cord, which was
very serious, and this precluded spinal manipulative therapy at the current time.

| arranged for him to have cervical spine x-rays performed, which were essentially unremarkable.

Upon follow-up with the patient, he reported that his symptoms had spread to the right foot under the same
circumstances. He had also begun to experience issues with increased urgency with his bowel functions and the
feeling that any time he had to go to the bathroom was an emergency.

| expressed to him that this was a signifi cant development and that, in my opinion, he should have an MRI
performed. | also explained to him that any further progression of his symptoms could indicate a surgical
emergency. | recommended that should he have any worsening of his bowel dysfunction he should present to the
emergency department.

| told the patient that | would contact his primary doctor immediately and relay this information. | sent a note to his
PCP and called his offi ce. The patient then followed up and was referred to a neurologist, to whom | also sent my
exam notes and impression.

The neurologist called my office the next day and opined that the patient should have imaging. She further stated
that, if there was suspicion of a space-occupying lesion, he should see a neurosurgeon and not a neurologist. |
concurred but explained that due to restrictions under Medicare | was not allowed to order an MRI and that his PCP
had to decline to do so. To her credit, the neurologist contacted the PCP, who then called my office for further
discussion.

We are still awaiting the outcome of this case. Two weeks have elapsed since the patient’s initial presentation in my
office, and his condition has continued to worsen.

In my opinion, this experience underscores how important it is for us to have expanded rights under Medicare, as the
delay in this patient’s treatment was unnecessary and may decrease his chance of a good outcome.

| intend to share this experience with my House Representative, who is yet to sign on as a sponsor of the bill. | also
encourage everyone who has not yet contacted their Representative and Senator to do so. Please feel free to
reference this case.

Work Comp Costs Lower With
Chiro Care

Results of a recent study on Chiropractic
care for injured workers demonstrated the
effectiveness in both cost containment and
return to work in a wide-ranging analysis of
over 2 million cases in 28 states.

In many states, employers are able to direct
who an injured employee can see for a
work-related injury but this study showed
that in states where patients were able to
choose their own provider, and DCs were
involved in care, results were better by
several measures.

Among the results were that in states where
employers directed provider choice, DC uti-
lization was lowest. An additional outcome
showed that in cases where DCs provided
care exclusively, costs were lower and dura-
tion of disability was shorter.

The data included millions of cases from
28 states and should serve as a catalyst for
increasing utilization of Chiropractic care
for the rehabilitation of injured workers.

Chiropractic Reduces Opioid
Use in Back Pain Patients

A recent review of literature on back and
neck pain patients showed a 64% lower use
of opioid prescription drugs among users of
Chiropractic care than non-users for control
of their back and neck pain.

This is especially meaningful because opi-
oid prescriptions and legal sales have been
correlated with overdose deaths and the
Center for Disease Control and Prevention
in 2016 released guidelines for the prescrip-
tion of opioid medications.

In 2017, 115 Americans per day died from
opioid overdoses and this sad toll has been
eclipsed during the Covid pandemic.

US providers rely on ineffective
treatment while ignoring science

A review in the Journal of the American
Medical Association showed that healthcare
providers in the US often prescribe ineffec-
tive and costly treatments for chronic LBP
while ignoring more effective, less expensive
measures for treatment of low back Pain.

Among the therapies identified as overused
were gabapentenoids, epidural steroid injec-
tions, facet injections, opioids, spinal cord
stimulators and vertebroplasty.

Non invasive treatments with clinically
meaningful benefits included spinal manipu-
lation, yoga, multi-disciplinary rehabilita-
tion, and core strengthening exercises.

Do Bacteria Have a Role in LBP?

Long term consensus has held that the
intervertebral disc is a sterile structure but
recent research has shown the disc to harbor
a complex microbiome in herniated discs
and in persons fatally injured in MVAs

with no history of low back pain. A 2021
article in Spine by Astur and colleagues in
Brazil identified up to 17 different bacterial
elements and expanded on previous stud-
ies by researchers in India suggesting that
alterations in the complex biome of the IVD
may modulate disc health and degenerative
processes. (See European Spine Journal ,
2020; 29:1621-40 and Spine Journal , 2021;
doi:10.1016j.spinee.2021.09.005.)

Back Pain in Indigenous People
in the Amazon Basin and Modern
World

Some researchers have suggested that
musculoskeletal pan is a problem of modern
society and a result of a sedentary and inac-
tive lifestyle.

This study shows that there may be a more
far reaching prevalence of pain in pre-mod-
ern societies as well, with prevalence of 71%
in this cohort of different indigenous popula-
tions in the Brazilian Amazon. The major
exacerbating factor was physical activity,
mirroring those in modern society.

INTRACTABLE NECK PAIN

This patient, a 36-year-old otherwise healthy data analyst, present-
ed with intractable neck pain and burning cramps down his left arm,
pparticularly in the tricep region. Physical therapy, non-steroidal anti-
infl ammatory medications, cervical traction, and epidural steroid injec-
ttions did not provide adequate relief or restoration of quality of life over
a two-month period of nonoperative management. Magnetic resonance
imaging of the cervical spine was performed and demonstrated two lev-
els of signifi cant disk disease at C4-5 and C5-6, with acute herniations
lateralizing to the left and corresponding to the patient’s symptoms.

Given the failure of nonoperative management the patient was taken
tto the operating room for a two level diskectomy to decompress his
nnerves and spinal cord. Taking his young age and otherwise good health

tthe procedure well and woke with resolved pain in his left arm. He was
discharged from the hospital within 24 hours of the surgery and contin-
uued to improve at home. On initial follow-up his neck pain had almost
completely resolved as well, and he was requesting early return to work.

With modern techniques and appropriate case selection, many patients
mmay fi nd it possible to avoid a fusion surgery in the cervical spine and
hhave a motion preserving surgery performed instead. This has been
shown to signifi cantly decrease the risk of requiring further operations
as the spine ages, which is a known complication of fusion surgery,
wwith equivalent or improved patient outcomes. This case illustrates the
importance of selecting a board-certifi ed complex spinal surgeon who is

being sequestered/quarantined with family, loss of employ-
ment and strain to obtain food/resources increased opioid
overdose/suicide death rates. Unfortunately, this was seen
nationally, in New York state and in our local counties (On-
tario/Seneca).

Attendees were encouraged to get involved to help with
these crises. They were encouraged to tell their state legis-
lators to promote the passage of the Conservative Care bill
in New York. This is a coalition bill that we are working on
with other conservative care providers including massage
therapists, physical and occupational therapists.

This legislation would require a prescribing doctor to fol-
low CDC guidelines by calling for the recommendation of
conservative care therapies before prescribing an opioid.

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The DC Who Took on the AMA — and Won:
A Moment of Silence for Dr. Chester Wilk

Chester Wilk, DC, 91, the lead plaintiff in the momentous chiro-
practic lawsuit Wilk et al., v AMA, et al., died April 21 follow-
ing a short illness in Advocate Lutheran General Hospital in Park
Ridge, Ill., the Chicago suburb where he lived and practiced.

Against all odds and with limited support from within his pro-
fession, Dr. Wilk led and ultimately won an antitrust lawsuit
that proved the American Medical Association, America’s most
powerful medical organization, had led a boycott that included a
“who’s who” of American medicine aimed at wiping out chiro-
practic as a profession.

The case was decided in 1990 when the U.S. Supreme Court up-
held the decision by a lower federal court that found the AMA
broke federal law by running a secret group, known as the Com-
mittee on Quackery, that participated in a conspiracy to stop chi-
ropractic’s efforts to improve the status of the profession.

In 1987, Judge Susan Getzendanner, in a 101-page opinion against
the AMA, imposed an injunction and ordered the AMA to notify

all its members that it no longer opposed professional contact on
behalf of patients between MDs and DCs. She also ordered the
Journal of the American Medical Association, its flagship publica-
tion, to publish her order so all AMA members would be informed
that it was ethical to consult with DCs; that they could teach in DC
colleges; that they could work with DCs in practices; and that the
AMA should end all anticompetitive practices.

Dr. Wilk first suspected the conspiracy while practicing in Chica-
go, where he found he was blocked from access to medical facili-
ties and diagnostics, such as X-ray machines financed by the U.S.
government. He also found that MDs would not accept referrals
or consultations.

As a public speaker on chiropractic and its benefits, he traveled
across the U.S. and heard many stories about similar cases of
discrimination. He suspected the AMA had organized a secret
boycott against chiropractic and came to the conclusion that an
antitrust lawsuit should be brought against the AMA and other
leading MD groups.
